What support is available? 
After Christmas, students will begin an intensive, 16 week exam course which covers all 

aspects of the exam and focusses on skills needed by pupils to reach their potential.  This 

course includes fortnightly assessments called Key Indicator Pieces (KIPs) which are used by
